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The word סַבְלָנוּת (savlanut) is not in the Tanach and therefore not in Strong’s Concordance. 
However, the root of סַבְלָנוּת is in the Torah:  ָלבַ ס  “(sabal) a primitive root meaning to carry 
(literally or figuratively), or (reflexively) be burdensome; specifically, to be gravid [i.e., being 
with child; heavy with young or eggs; pregnant]:  bear, be a burden, carry, strong to labor.”i 
(Strongs # H05445).  
 
When he sees a good resting place, and the 
pleasant land, he will bend his shoulder to the 
burden and become a slave laborer.
